In accordance with the provisions of Section 5(2) of the Administration of EALA Act, 2012, a 
Member of the Commission shall hold office for a period of 2yS years and shall be eligible for 
re-election. The election of the new Commission will be due in January 2015. 

Upon swearing in of the 3rd Assembly on 61h June 2012, the Act had not come into force. 
The functions of the Commission where thus performed by the House Business Committee

of the Council who shall be an ex-officio Member and two Members of the Assembly from each 
Partner State, elected by the Assembly". The Speaker is the Chairperson and the Clerk is the 
Secretary to the Commission.

Hon. Speakers and the Parliaments of Partner States for their unwavering support to the 
Assembly which enabled it to successfully hold sittings in the Chambers of their respective 
Parliaments. 

2. The atmosphere in the Commission was not cordial for most of the period under review. 

1. The activities of the Commission were hampered by the leadership issues obtaining at that 
time. A lot of time and effort was spent on trying to resolve the leadership challenges at the 
expense of other important matters.

A number of challenges were however noted in the process of implementation of the work plan 
and operations of the Commission as shown below: 

The Committee recommends that there is need to allocate more time and funds to Committees to 
enable them generate sufficient work for plenary. 

The Commission commended the respective Committees for their dedication and commitment 
to duty. 

The Commission noted that not all the activities for Plenary were undertaken as planned due to 
protracted process of removal of the Speaker from office. All Committees had undertaken their 
activities and had prepared their reports for tabling to the House.

The Commission and Chairperson of Committees met from July 13th - 17th, 2014 in Arusha to 
plan for EALA activities for the FY 2014/2015.

The Commission recommends as follows:

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The 2014 EAC Inter-Parliamentary games were expanded beyond Netball and Football. They 
included Athletics and Tug-of-War and four National Assemblies/Parliaments of the EAC 

The Commission organized the 2014 EAC Inter-Parliamentary Games which was the 4th event 
following the three events held in Kampala, Uganda in 2013, Nairobi, Kenya in 2012 and 
Bujumbura, Burundi in 2011. The 2014 tournament took place from 7th - 13th December 2014 in 
Arusha, Tanzania. 

4.3 Inter-Parliamentary games tournament 

Members had a useful learning experience on how the EP relates with the National legislatures 
in the area of legislation. They also had an insight on how the implementation of national laws 
vis-avis the European laws are done, a useful hint as the EAC prepares to become a Federation 
in future. 

The European Parliament and EALA share some unique attributes in terms of similarities and 
differences. Only the EU Parliament and EALA have legislative powers that supersede national 
laws. However, the European Parliament has been in existence much longer and its MEPs are 
directly elected by universal suffrage. 

The Commission organized a five-day benchmarking visit to the European Union from October 
7-121h, 2014. The delegation consisted of Members of the EALA Commission and the 
Chairpersons of the Committees. The objective of the benchmarking visit was for the EALA 
legislators to meet and exchange ideas with the Parliamentarians and key officials of the 
European Parliament and the European Commission respectively. 

4.2 Benchmarking visit to European Union 

The Commission organized outreach activities which were undertaken during the l " Meeting of 
the 3rd Session in August 2014 in Dar-Es-Salaam, Tanzania. Members had an opportunity to 
interact with the officials of the IPP media and also had a study tour of Dar-Es-Salaam Port where 
they learnt on how the Port facilitates EAC trade and the implementation of a Single Customs 
Area. Members also had a study tour of an EAC Centre of Excellence in Bagamoyo, (Chuo Cha 
Sanaa).

The period was 
rather challenging due to the issues surrounding the leadership weaknesses attributed to the 
Speaker. 

6.0 CONCLUSION 

The resignation of five Commissioners meant that the Commission could no longer exercise its 
functions due to lack of quorum. 

During the period under review, (22°d October, 2014) five (5) Members of the Commission 
tendered in their resignations citing crisis of leadership that continued to impact negatively on 
the mandate of the Assembly and operations of the Commission; glaring flaws in the leadership 
and characters of the Chairperson; partisan and erratic rulings and undermining of the decisions 
of the Commission by the Chairperson. 

5.0 RESIGNATION OF COMMISSIONERS 

Partner States (Burundi, Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania) participated. Uganda was the Winner in 
Football while in Netball, Tanzania took back the Trophy.
