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FORWARD

The East African Community (EAC), like other regional economic blocs is focused on
widening and deepening the integration process among the five Partner States. In this
regard, the Community is full throttle towards the implementation of a Common Market
Protocol by 2010 and a Monetary Union by 2012.

The impact that the integration process creates on growth and development in the region
can only be assessed by relying on robust statistical information. The availability of
accurate and reliable data facilitates the exercise of monitoring and evaluating the
implementation of EAC Project and Programmes and facilitates planning and decision
making.

The EAC Facts and Figures Report presents empirical data of socio-economic indicators
in the region from which trends of development and growth levels can be analyzed.
Regional issues such as implementation of the Common Market Protocol and
negotiations on the Monetary Union and its subsequent implementation will all rely on
availability of reliable statistical data.

Findings indicate that EAC midyear population was estimated at 126.6 million by June
2008 with average annual growth rate of 2.9 percent. The annual Infant mortality rate
and child mortality rates ranges between 52 to 84 and 74 to 137 respectively in 2008
while literacy rate of the region is estimated between 47 and 78 percent in 2008.

Overall, the EAC recorded an average per capita of US$ 502 with Kenya US$ 794,
Uganda US$556, Tanzania US$525, Rwanda US$494 and Burundi US$164. In
aggregate, total GDP for the region amounted to US$ 73,338 million in 2008, compared
to US$ 60,258 in 2007. The average annual underlying inflation rate increased to 13.3
percent in 2008 from 7.6 percent in 2007. On average, the EAC fiscal deficit, excluding
grants, as a ratio of GDP reduced from 10.5 percent in 2007 to 9.5 percent in 2008.

Further analysis reveals that the number of foreign tourists to the EAC region reduced by
about 9 percent in 2008, compared to an increase of 12 percent in 2007. Coffee
production which has been fluctuating in the region since 2004 recorded an increase of
24.1 per cent between 2007 and 2008. Tea production recorded a major decline
shrinking from a total of 625 thousand tonnes in 2007 to 476 thousand tonnes in 2008.
Hydro power generation declined slightly while that of thermal power rose by 29.1 per
cent in 2008.

The data in the report was obtained from the National Statistics Offices, Central Banks of
the Partner States and other government departments and targets a wide spectrum of
users including policy makers, researchers, investors, academicians and development
Partners.

We hope that the users will find the report useful and comments to improve on its quality
are welcome.

1.0 ENVIRONMENT STATISTICS

This section provides data on environment, demography, health, education and culture for
the partner states of the East African Community.

1.1 Environment

This section presents data on the geographical location of the five EAC member
countries, total agricultural land, total cultivated land, land under plantation as well as land
under other vegetation cover.

The EAC region comprising of Burundi, Tanzania, Uganda, Kenya and Rwanda is located
between 5°30"N 12°S and 28°45"E 41° 50" E as indicated in table 1.1a. The region has a
total surface area of 1,817.7 thousand square kilometres with Burundi, Tanzania,
Uganda, Kenya and Rwanda accounting for 1.5, 51.7, 13.3, 32.1 and 1.4 percent
respectively.

The region has a total land area of 1,716.0 thousand square kilometres. During the year
2008, the EAC total land for agriculture was estimated at 124,718 thousand hectares of
which Burundi, Tanzania, Uganda, Kenya and Rwanda accounted for 1,135, 48,100,
16,275, 56,914 and 2,294 thousand hectares respectively. Under forest and tree
resources, Rwanda has the highest plantation forest coverage of (5.3 thousand sq km),
followed by Burundi (1.6 thousand Sq Km), Tanzania (1.3 thousand Sq Km), Kenya (1.3
thousand Sq Km) and Uganda (0.3 thousand Sq Km). On the other hand, the United
Republic of Tanzania has the largest coverage under natural forest cover of 352.6
thousand square kilometres and Burundi has the least of 1.0 thousand square kilometres
as shown in table 1.1c.

2.0 DEMOGRAPHY AND SOCIAL STATISTICS

2.1 Demography

The information in this section is mainly obtained from censuses, Demographic and
Health Surveys. Midyear population figures are based on population projections.

The midyear population was projected to grow by 3.7 per cent from 122.1 million in 2007
to 126.6 million in 2008 as shown in table 2.1a. This implies a slight acceleration from the
3 per cent growth recorded in 2007.

The life expectancy for the region remained unchanged for most countries except Kenya
whose life expectancy deteriorated from 57 years to 53 years. Significant drops in both
infant and child mortality rate were recorded in 2008.

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2.2 Education

This section outlines indicators on literacy rate, net and gross enrolment rates at primary
and secondary level, completion rates, transition rates, pupil-teacher ratio, pupil-
classroom ratio and pupil- textbook ratio. Literacy rates in Uganda, Tanzania and Kenya
stagnated while those of Rwanda and Burundi improved modestly. The region’s Primary
school Gross Enrolment Rate (GER) declined from 120 in 2007 to 116 in 2008. This was
occasioned by a substantial decline recorded by the Rwandese Primary school GER
which peaked at 152 per cent in 2007 before dropping to 128 in 2008. Expenditure on
education as a percentage of GDP stood at 4.3 in 2008.Uganda and Tanzania recorded
the least share of expenditure on education to GDP.

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3.0 MACROECONOMIC STATISTICS

This section presents statistics on National accounts, Prices, Public Finance, Balance of
Payments, Money and banking. For comparison purposes, all indicators except otherwise
stated, have been converted to US Dollars using the country average annual exchange
rates and end period exchange rates of the partner states for flow and stock data
respectively.

3.1 National accounts

This sub-section presents indicators on Gross Domestic Product (GDP), Gross National
Income (GNI), and Gross National Disposable Income (GNDI). The compilation of
national accounts statistics in all Partner states is based on the System of National
accounts, 1993 framework.

In 2008, Rwanda recorded the highest economic growth of 11.2 percent followed by
Uganda and Tanzania with 9.2 percent and 7.4 percent respectively. Kenya registered a
decelerated growth of 1.7 percent compared to 7.1 percent in the previous year, while
Burundi continued to return negative real economic growth of 0.025 percent in 2008
compared to 0.029 percent in 2007. The average per capita income for EAC Partner
States in 2008 rose to US$506.2 from US$421.1. Kenya had the highest per capita
income of US$ 793.5, followed by Uganda, Tanzania, Rwanda and Burundi with US$
555.7, US$ 524.8, US$ 493.6, and US$ 163.5 respectively.

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3.3 Prices

This sub-section presents indicators on consumer price indices, export and import price

indices, producer price indices, interest and exchange rates.

The weights used for the computation of consumer price indices were derived from the
household budget expenditure surveys, which were conducted by partner states in varied time
periods. The respective base periods for the consumer price indices for Kenya, Uganda,
Tanzania, Rwanda and Burundi were 1997, 2005/06, 2001, 2003 and 1991. Burundi and Kenya
registered the highest annual headline inflation of 24.5 percent and 26.2 percent, respectively.
Rwanda and Burundi registered the highest annual underlying inflation of 22.1 and 15.1percent
respectively when the lowest is registered by Kenya (11.1 percent). Details of interest rates and

exchange rates are highlighted in tables 2.3a to 2.3c and 2.3d respectively.

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3.4 Public Finance

Public finance indicators reported in this publication include respective government revenues,
expenditures and fiscal ratios. The EAC Partner States are in the process of adapting the
International Monetary Fund (IMF) GFS 2001 manual for compilation of GFS. The GFS are
reported on Fiscal year basis (July-June) for Kenya, Uganda, Tanzania and Rwanda (for
2008/2009) while Burundi reports on a calendar year basis.

On average, the EAC fiscal deficit excluding grants as a ratio of GDP improved from 10.5 percent
in 2007 to 9.5 percent in 2008.

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3.5 Balance of Payments

The balance of payments sub-section presents data on each country’s current account balance,
capital and financial accounts and the overall balance. All Partner States compile their Balance of
Payments (BOP) statistics according to the IMF balance of payments manual 5 (BPM5).

The overall balance of payments’ position for all the EAC Partner States declined in 2008 relative
to 2007 as shown in table 2.7a. The deterioration in BOP partly reflects the effect of the global
financial and economic crisis on the economies, especially in the last quarter of 2008. Trade
balances for all the partner states deteriorated as external demand for formal exports plummeted
in the fourth quarter of 2008 due to the global financial crisis and economic recession especially in
the advanced economies.

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3.6 Money and banking

This section presents indicators on monetary aggregates namely, M1, M2, and M3. This
is in addition to net foreign assets, domestic credit broken down into credit to private
sector, net credit to government and other public sector, currency outside banks and
currency in circulation. The section also includes financial soundness indicators.

The average growth on extended broad money (M3) for the EAC region remained almost
unchanged at 20.7 percent in 2008 as in 2007. The banking system capital adequacy
improved on average in the EAC region from 16.1 percent in 2007 to 17.1 percent in
2008.

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4.3 Tourism

The number of foreign tourists to the EAC region reduced by about 9 percent in 2008, compared
to an increase of 12 percent in 2007. All countries except Kenya registered an increase in foreign
tourists during the year, due to among others yields from intense promotion, advertising initiatives
and fiscal incentives to the hotel and general tourism sector by most governments in the region.
The 33.8 percent reduction of tourists to Kenya was largely due to the post election violence that
occurred during the first quarter of 2008.

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5.0 PRODUCTION STATISTICS

This section presents indicators on agriculture, livestock production, energy, mineral

exploration, manufacturing and industrial production and construction

5.1 Crop and Livestock Production

5.1.1 Crop production

The information provided in this section is based on harvested quantity in tones for major
crops mainly coffee, tea, cotton, sisal, sugarcane and tobacco. Coffee production which
has been fluctuating in the region since 2004 recorded an increase of 24.1 per cent
between 2007 and 2008. Tea production recorded a major decline shrinking from a total
of 625 thousand tones in 2007 to 476 thousand tonnes in 2008. Major declines were
recorded for Tanzania and Kenya while Rwanda registered an increase of 17.6 per cent.
The region’s Sugarcane output tremendously increased from 1.3 percent in 2005 to 19.1
per cent in 2008. All partner states experienced increased production of sugarcane
except in Kenya where production declined marginally. Rwanda’s cane production

remained constant at the 2007 level.

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5.1.2 Livestock

In general, reported livestock numbers in the region excluding Kenya increased
significantly despite a notable decline recorded in cattle. The total cattle population
decreased marginally from 27,908 thousand heads in 2007 to 27,862 thousand in 2008.
Notable increases were recorded in cattle numbers for Uganda and Rwanda. Sheep
increased slightly from 6,293 thousand heads in 2007 to 6,309 thousand heads in 2008.
There were notable rises in sheep numbers in Uganda and Rwanda while Burundi and
Tanzania recorded slight declines. The number of goats in the whole region increased by
4.3 per cent from 24,645 thousand heads in 2007 to 25,711 thousand heads in
2008.However, a decline in goat numbers was noted for Tanzania during the same
period. The number of pigs in the region increased by 11.2 percent to 4,539 thousand in
2008. In Tanzania and Rwanda, the pig population increased by 33.3 per cent and 2.8
per cent respectively and in Burundi, a slight decline was recorded.

Though the poultry population has not recovered to the 2005 level, there was a
remarkable recovery from 60,132 thousand recorded in 2007 to 64,556 thousand in 2008.
Increased poultry numbers was recorded in all partner states. The reported volume of fish
catches increased slightly, except for Kenya where the volumes declined.

Retail market prices for selected food and animal products increased in all countries
during the period 2007 and 2008. The prices for maize flour, Rice and beans rose by an
average of 26.0 per cent, 35.7 percent and 37.5 per cent respectively. The reported
average prices for beef, goat meat (excluding Kenya) and chicken increased by 21.1 per

cent, 19.6 per cent and 19.0 per cent respectively.

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5.2 Energy Production

Energy indicators include installed electricity capacity, electricity generation, energy
exports and imports. The main sources of energy production in the region are hydro-
power, thermal power and natural gas. Total installed capacity in the region for hydro
power remained at the 2004 level except a significant increase recorded in Kenya and
Uganda during the period under review.

Hydro power generation declined slightly while that of thermal power rose by 29.1 per
cent in 2008. Geothermal power generation rose notably while that of natural gas
remained constant at the 2004 level. Total reported electricity exports for the region
increased by 5.6 per cent from 112,811 MWH in 2007 to 119,152 MWH in 2008. The
amount of electricity imports reported declined while the value of petroleum products
imported increased during the same period.
