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FORWARD

This is the seventh EAC Trade Report since 2005. The EAC Trade Report 2005 set the pace in
analysing the trade flows of EAC as a unified trade entity. Over the period the analysis has
improved in quality. The 2011 trade flows reflect continued growth of intra-EAC trade. The Intra-
EAC trade in 2011 amounted US$ 4,485.9 Millions compared to US$ 3,722.9 Millions in 2010
representing a 20.5 percent increase. The increase was attributed to increase of both imports and
exports within the bloc that went up by 23.7 percent and 18.2 percent, respectively. The share of
intra EAC trade among the Partner States remained almost the same with Kenya continuing to
dominate, accounting for about 41 percent of total intra-trade. Moreover, during the period, only
Burundi recorded an increase in its share to 4.2 percent from 2.6 percent of the total intra EAC
trade in 2010.

The report further manifests a commitment of Partner States in the implementation of the Customs
Union particularly the uniform application of the customs instruments. In addition, the report is a
tool which will enable EAC to model and shape its trade policy with other regions. The ongoing
Free Trade Area negotiations between EAC, COMESA and SADC is expected be informed by the
information provided in this report and previous trade reports.

Statistical data is a pivotal factor in all the integration stages of the EAC and becomes increasingly
pertinent as we continue the implementation EAC Common market whose implemtetation statrted
on 1st July 2009 and as the region moves towards finalisation of negotiations of the Monetary
Union Protocol. Under the Customs Union, production and exchange of customs and trade statistics
and information is one of the areas of co-operation and the EAC Customs Management Act
provides for the compilation and dissemination of such statistics.

The production of the trade reports has been made possible by the reforms and modernisation being
undertaken by Customs Administrations through enhanced computerisation and administrative
efficiencies that enable the production of quality data. The quality and timely production of this
Trade Report will improve the finalization of project the interconnectivity of Customs through
Raddex System which is being coordinated by the Secretariat and expected to become fully
functional by the end of 2012.

I recognise and appreciate the efforts of experts from the Revenue Authorities, Bureaus of Statistics
and Central Banks of the EAC Partner States and their valuable input in compiling this report. The
team from the Directorate of Trade and the Department of Statistics at the EAC Secretariat led by
the Directors of Trade need special mention in coordinating the whole exercise from compilation,

analysis to production of this report.
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We commend the Development Partners, particularly the European Union who have since 2005
funded the preparation of EAC trade reports through the Regional Integration Support Programme.
It is my hope this this partnership will continue to grow stronger in future.

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CHAPTER ONE

THE EAST AFRICAN COMMUNITY INTEGRATION PROCESS

1.1 Background

The integration of EAC is premised on the objective of attaining deeper integration of the region
for the realisation of balanced growth and development in order to enhance the standards of living
of its peoples. The entry point of the integration process is the Customs Union which came into
effect in 2005 followed by a Common Market in 2009 and Monetary Union that is slated for 2012.
Year 2011 marked the seventh year of the implementation of the EAC Customs Union. A fully
fledged stage presupposes attainment of an inter-EAC free trade regime coupled with unhindered
movement of goods within the region, a deeper harmonised trade policy, strengthened regional

institutional framework and integrated regional wide systems on customs and trade.

In April 2011, the High Level Taskforce on negotiations of EAC Monetary Union commenced its
work. The negotiations for the third stage of integration process are expeted to be finalised by
December, 2012. The conclusion and entry into force of Monetary Union Protocol will further
enhance the integration in the region culminating into the final stage of integration process which is

Political Federation.

1.2 Overview of the EAC Integration

The seven years of implementing the Customs Union has been characterised by further
harmonisation of customs and trade related instruments. The Common External Tariff was
reviewed in 2011 to cater for the dynamic trade and business environment taking into account the
applicable rates on all the products imported into the region. The end 2011 was the commencement
of the EAC study on the establishment of a Single Customs Territory. The establishment of a
Single Customs Territory will futher enhance consolidation of the EAC Customs Union. In the
period under review, the Customs Management Act had also undergone periodic amendments to
accommodate the changing business environment. A review of the Rules of Origin was also

undertaken and the criterion on change in tariff heading was operationalized.

Harmonisation of quality standards in the region attained 1200 products and regulations on draft

testing laboratories were also developed and are a consideration by the Sectoral Council on Legal

and Judicial Affairs.
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The EAC as an entity continued to negotiate the EPAs with the EU with focus on finalisation of

outstanding issues in the framework agreement to pave way for its signature in December, 2012.

In the area of elimination of Non Tariff Barriers, the National Monitoring Committees and the EAC
Regional Forum on NTBs continued to spearhead elimination of NTBs in the region. In order to
enhance elimination of NTBs, the study on the development of a legally binding enforcement
mechanism on the elimination of identified NBTs was launched and it is expected to be finalised in
2012.

1.3 COMESA, EAC, SADC Tripartite Arrangement

The EAC has remained a key player in the development tripartite arrangements with COMESA and
SADC. Pursuant to the Tripartite Summit declaration made in October 2008 to establish a
COMESA-EAC-SADC FTA, various preparatory works including development of various
instruments were undertaken. These included the development of a study for the establishment of
the FTA, a roadmap and a draft FTA Agreement. The process entails cover programmes to
harmonise, coordinate and synchronise policies and regulatory frameworks on Customs, Trade and

infrastructure related amongst other areas.

1.4 Purpose of the Report

This report is the seventh EAC Trade report since 2005 and it builds on the previous trade reports
by providing data on key elements of trade and investment. The analysis gives a global perspective
on macro-economic variables during 2011. The EAC status is also analysed in the context of the
overall global performance and specifically the trade flows during the period under review. The
report disaggregates the analysis into specific areas that constitute the tariff structure such as the
sensitive rates, the tariff bands, exemptions and the excisable goods. The report also presents
detailed status of the revenue and investment performance. The report is a useful tool in providing
requisite data for policy, academia, research and business. The Trade Report also underpins specific

policy documents that are published from time to time by various sources.

1.5 Structure of the Report

The report is structured in 8 chapters, with the first chapter providing an introduction and
background to the EAC integration process. Chapter two gives an overview of macroeconomic and
trade developments at international level; and macro economic developments at regional level.

The third chapter discusses trade developments among the EAC Partner States and other regions.
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Chapter four and five cover analysis of trade performance of each of the EAC Partner States.
Chapter six is a review of customs revenue performance of the Partner States. Chapter seven
reviews the performance of investment flows in the region and chapter eight presents the

conclusion.

CHAPTER TWO

OVERVIEW OF MACROECONOMIC AND TRADE DEVELOPMENTS

2.1 Global Macroeconomic Environment

During the year 2011, World trade growth decentrated sharply as the global economy struggled
under influence of natural disasters, financial uncertainty and civil conflict. Earthquakes in Japan
and flooding in Thailand shock global supply chains and fears of sovereignty default in Euro Area
weighed heavily in the closing months of the year. All the above factors combined to produce
below average growth in trade in 2011. The growth rate declined to 2.4 in 2011 from 3.8 in 2010
due to the on-going sovereign debt crisis in Europe, supply chains disruptions from natural

disasters in Japan and Thailand and turmoil in Arab Countries.

GDP growth in the United States was 1.7 percent in 2011 compared to 3.0 percent in 2010. The
Euro Area recorded 1.5 percent compared to 2.1 percent in 2010. South and Central America a

growth rate of 4.5 percent while Commonwealth of Indepedent States recorded 4.6 percent.

Among the advanced economies, Japan recorded the lowest growth of -0.5 compared to 4.0 in 2010
while China and India recorded growth rates of 9.2 and 7.8 percent in 2011 respectively which
were the highest in the World. The newly industrialised economies of Hong Kong, Chinese, The

republics of Korea and Singapore together grew at 4.2 percent.

However, African region recorded 2.3 percent due to the uprising in Libya, Tunisia and Egypt.
The table below shows Gross Domestic Product Growth Rates (Percent Changes) for Selected

positions of some major traders and prompted policy responses particularly in Switzerland and

Brazil.

The value of the United States dollar fell 4.6 percent in nominal terms

against a broad basket of currencies and 4.9 percent in real terms making US goods less expensive

in the export market.

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2.1.1 EAC Macro Economic Environment
2.1.1.1 Economic Growth

Kenya

The Kenyan economy grew by 4.4 percent in 2011 compared to a growth rate of 5.8 percent in
2010. The slowdown was mainly attributed to high oil and food prices as well as unfavourable
weather conditions in some parts of the country. The domestic demand was further suppressed by
the weakening of the Kenya Shilling in the foreign exchange market during the third quarter of
2011.

Agriculture, manufacturing and financial intermediation sectors registered slow growth rates of 1.5
percent, 3.3 percent and 7.8 percent respectively in 2011 compared to growth rates of 6.4 percent,
4.5 percent and 9.0 percent in 2010. Electricity and Water Supply sector registered a contraction of

2.6 percent in 2011 compared to an expansion of 9.7 percent in 2010.

Tanzania

Tanzania real GDP grew by 6.4 percent in 2011 compared to 7.0 percent in 2010. The slowdown in
growth is largely attributed to drought conditions in some parts of the country which adversely
affected agricultural production. Electricity shortage contributed to low performance in
manufacturing and other economic activities that rely on electricity. Despite the slowdown in
overall growth, communication, financial intermediation, construction and education sub-sectors
recorded higher growth rates with communication sub-sector recording the highest growth rate of
19.0 percent in 2011. This was mainly due to increased number of mobile phone subscribers. The

share of communication in GDP was 2.2 percent in 2011 compared to 2.1 percent 2010.

Uganda

Uganda’s economic recovery slowed after posting a real GDP growth rate of 5.9 percent in 2011
which was lower than the 6.2 percent recorded in 2010. This was mainly ascribed to exogenous
factors (mainly international food and fuel prices), drought conditions that affected production and

the persistent depreciation of the exchange rate.
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Rwanda
Rwanda’s real GDP in constant prices grew by 8.6 percent in 2011 compared with a growth of 7.2
percent registered in 2010. This high growth is driven by continuing good performance in all
economic sectors such as agriculture sector (+4.7%), industry sector (+17.5%) and services sector

(+8.9%) boosted by significant improvement in credit market conditions.

Burundi

In 2011, Burundi’s economy registered a growth 4.2 percent compared to 4.8 percent during the
previous year. This was attributed to the decrease in Primary sector activities which recorded a
negative growth of 1.1 percent compared to 6.2 percent. The Secondary and Tertiary sectors
registered growth rates of 11.2 percent and 5.2 percent compared to 6.8 percent and 3.0 percent,

respectively.

2.1.1.2 Inflation

Kenya

The overall annual inflation rate for Kenya rose from 4.1 percent in 2010 to 14.0 percent in 2011.
This rise was mainly occasioned by sharp increase in world commodity prices. In addition,
inadequate rainfall in the first half of the year which pushed domestic food prices upwards
contributed much to the trend. The depreciation of the Kenya shilling against major World

currencies accelerated further prices of imported products.

Tanzania

The annual average inflation rate rose from 7.6 percent in 2010 to 12.6 percent in 2011. The rise in
inflation rate was driven by continued increases in the average price of oil in the world market,
rainfall shortages during the fourth quarter of 2010 which affected crop harvests, increased
electricity tariffs, depreciation of the Tanzanian shillings as well as rising prices for gas, cooking
oil, rice and sugar. Food shortages in the Eastern Africa region fuelled further food inflation

particularly rice, sugar and maize.

Uganda
Uganda’s annual average inflation rate rose to 18.6 percent in 2011 from 4.1 percent in registered
in 2010. The sharp increase in the general price levels is attributable to supply side shocks

exacerbated by increased aggregate demand mainly driven by increased demand for foodstuffs

from neighbouring countries.
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Rwanda
Despite the challenging international and regional economic environment, the Rwanda’s annual
inflation rate has been contained in a single digit, with annual average of 5.6 percent in 2011 and
8.3 percent in December 2011. This was attributed to prudent monetary and exchange rate policies,
well coordinated government policies to mitigate the exogenous inflationary pressures and good

harvests.

Burundi
Burundi’s annual average inflation rate rose to 9.6 percent compared to 6.5 percent recorded in
2010. The rise was contributed to increases in the price of food and non food particularly oil

following high prices in the world market, and depreciation of the Burundian Franc.

2.1.1.3 Exchange Rate

Kenya

In 2011, the Kenyan Shilling weakened against major international trading currencies. During the
year under review, the Kenya Shilling depreciated against the US dollar, the Sterling Pound, the
Euro and the Japanse Yen to exchange at an average of KSh 88.81 per US$, KSh 142.34 per
Sterling Pound, KSh123.60 per Euro and KSh 111.62 per 100 Japaness Yen compared to KSh
79.23 per US$, KSh 122.51 per Sterling Pound, KSh 105.12 per Euro and KSh 90.53 per 100
Japaness Yen respectively in 2010. The depreciation of the Kenyan Shilling against major world

currencies was mainly occasioned by high world commaodity prices coupled with the Euro crisis.

In the African region, the Kenya Shilling depreciated against the South African Rand and the
Tanzania Shilling and appreciated agaist the Uganda shilling to exchange at an average of KSh
12.27 per Rand, TSh 17.88 per KSh and UGX 28.43 per KSh compared to KSh 10.83 per Rand,
TSh 18.18 per KSh and UGX 27.46 per KSh. Against the Rwanda Franc and Burundi Franc the
Kenya Shilling exchanged at an average of RWF 6.78 per KSh and BIF 14.01 per KSh.

Tanzania

The value of Tanzanian shilling in 2011 declined by 10.3 percent to an average of TSh. 1,579.5 per
US Dollar compared to TSh. 1,432.3 per US $ in 2010. At the end of December 2011, the exchange
rate stood at TSh. 1,587.6 compared to TSh. 1,469.9 per US $ in December 2010. The depreciation

of Tanzania shilling was due to various reasons including an increase in imports relative to exports,
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inflation differential rates between Tanzania and major trading partners, speculation in foreign

currency and an appreciation of US Dollar against other international currencies.

Uganda

The Uganda shilling depreciated against the United States Dollar by 16 percent from an average
exchange rate of UGX 2,179 per US dollar in 2010 to UGX 2,523 per US dollar in 2011. The
Ugandan Shilling also depreciated against the major curriencies like the Euro and Sterling Pound.
The depreciation of the shilling is attributable to stronger demand for foreign exchange which was
not matched by available supply. Foreign exchange supply was affected by the increase in the
structural trade deficit, reduced official aid flows and lower remittances from Ugandans living

abroad.

Rwanda

In 2011, the Rwandan Franc remained stable, depreciating only by 1.6 percent against the US
dollar, trading between RWF 594.45 end-December 2010 and 604.14 end-December 2011.This
stability was explained by sufficient capacity of the banking system to respond to high demand for
forex. It also depreciated by 1.5 percent vis-a-vis GBP, while it was quite stable against the Euro

with an appreciation of 0.4 percent.

However, against other EAC currencies, RWF appreciated by 2.0 percent, 5.8 percent, 3.9 percent
and 2.2 percent versus Kenyan Shilling, Tanzanian Shilling, Ugandan Shilling and Burundi Franc

respectively.

Burundi

In 2011, the Burundi Franc depreciated against major currencies namely Japanese Yen (12.08
percent), US Dollar (2.46 percent), Sterling Pound (5.71 percent), Swiss Franc (19.36 percent) and
EURO (6.78 percent).

Real Effective Exchange Rate (R.E.E.R) of Burundi Franc increased by 2.5 percent due to the rise

in internal price by 9.7 percent while the exernal price remained stable with only 0.5 percent.
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2.1.1.4 Balance of Payments
Kenya
In 2011, Kenya’s balance of payments was under pressure on account of rising import bill. The
current account deficit widened from US$ 2,368.7 million in 2010 to US$ 3,333.2 million in 2011
mainly on account of a 33.5 percent increase in the merchandise trade deficit (f.0.b). The value of
imports (f.0.b) increased relatively faster by 23.4 percent to US$ 14,207 million compared to the
value of exports which increased by 11.2 percent to US$ 5,806.6 million in 2011. Trade in
international services registered a surplus of US$ 5,067.3 million in 2011 up from a surplus of US$
3,923.7 million recorded in 2010 partly attributable to increased earnings from the tourism sector
and remittance inflows. Capital and financial account improved significantly to US$ 3,261.3
million in 2011 from US$ 2,347.5 million in 2010. This was mainly as a result of increased direct

investment and short term flows.

Tanzania

Tanzania’s overall balance of payments position deteriorated to a deficit of US$ 158.7 million in
2011 from a surplus of US$ 343.1 million reported in 2010 mainly driven by a widening defict in
trade account arising from increased import particularly oil and capital goods. Capital and financial
account improved to US$ 2,811.6 million in 2011 from US$ 2,426.6 million in 2010 this was
mainly a result of increased project grants and foreign direct investment flows. Official foreign
reserves as at end of December 2011 Amounted to US$ 3,761.2 million which is equivalent to 3.8

months of imports of goods and services.

Uganda

Uganda’s overall balance of payments position improved from a deficit of US$ 162.9 millionl in
2010 to a deficit of US$ 90.1 million in 2011. The balance of payments position reflects a
worsening in the current account deficit from US$ 1,791.9 million in 2010 to US$ 2,216.7 million
in 2011. The goods account trade deficit widened from US$ 2,376.4 million in 2010 to US$ 2,678.6
million in 2011 while the deficit on the services account worsened from US$ 777.6 million in 2010
to US$ 1,154.1 million in 2011. The surplus on the capital and financial account improved from
US$ 1,051.7 million in 2010 to US$ 1,742.9 million in 2011. Portfolio investments registered a

surplus of US$ 256.7 million during the period under review, while direct investments recorded a

! Overall balance of payment position for 2010 reversed from a deficit of US$ 200.9 million to US$ 162.9 million
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surplus of US$ 796.9 million. Official foreign exchange reserves decreased marginally from US$
2,415 million recorded in December 2010 to US$ 2,400 million in December 2011.

Rwanda

Rwanda external sector performances kept on improving during the year 2011.The surplus in the
balance of payments edged higher to US$ 234.54 from US$ 72.07 million recorded in 2010. These
performances were mainly drawn by higher increase in net capital and financial transactions which
picked up from US$ 499.36 in 2010 to US$ 682.50 million in 2011 offsetting the persistent current
account deficit.

Burundi

Burundi’s deficit in the current account slightly decreased to BIF 357,619.3 million compared to
BIF 370,300.7 million recorded in 2010, largely due to narrowing of goods account deficit. The
goods account deficit declined from BIF 540,355.1million to BIF 414,956.7 million in 2011.
Capital and Financial accounts recorded a surplus of BIF 350,842.7 million compared to BIF
362,681.3 million in 2010.

2.1.1.5 National Savings

Kenya

In Kenya, the ratio of gross national savings to GDP increased from 11.3 percent in 2010 to 13.2
percent in 2011.

Tanzania
In 2011, the gross national savings ratio to GDP declined to 20.53 (World Economic Outlook,
April 2012) as compared to 24.15 recorded in 2010.

Uganda
Uganda’s gross savings as a percent of GDP was estimated to have (World Economic Outlook,

April 2012) increased from 15.6 percent in 2010 to 21.5 percent in 2011.

Rwanda

In Rwanda, the level of gross national savings (GNS) increased by 58.9 percent from Rwf billions

318 in 2010 to Rwf billions 505 in 2011
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Burundi
Burundi gross national savings has significantly increased amounting BIF 294.6 million in 2011
compared to BIF 127.1 million recorded in 2010.

2.1.1.6 External Debt

Kenya

Kenya’s external debt stock increased by 8.5 percent from US$ 7,429.3 million as at December
2010 to US$ 8,059.5 million as at December 2011. This comprised of debt owed to bilateral,
multilateral and suppliers credit, which accounted for 34 percent, 62.2 percent and 3.2 percent
respectively. Under the multilateral creditors, IDA/IFAD was the leading with a disbursement of
US$ 3,462.1 million as at the end of December 2011 (Ministry of Finance, Qurterly Budget
Review, 2011/2012).

Tanzania

As at end December 2011, Tanzania external debt stock increased to US$ 8,959.6 million
representing an increase of 7.1 percent from US$ 8,363 million recorded at end of December 2010.
Out that US$ 7,133 Million was public debt and remaining US$ 1826.6 was the Private Sector debt.

Uganda
Uganda’s external debt stock increased from US$ 2,706 million as at end of December 2010 to
US$ 2,989 million as at end of December 2011.

Rwanda

As compared to the previous year, the public external dept stock of Rwanda rose by 28.4 percent to
US$ 984.7 million in 2011 from US$ 766.6 million at the end of 2010. This increase resulted
mainly from new disbursements from bilateral debt by 31.4 percent, while the multilateral debt
increased by 27.9 percent. The multilateral institutions such as World Bank, African Development
Bank and IMF represent 84.6 percent of the total outstanding public external debt while the

remaining 15.4 percent were from bilateral sources.

Burundi
Burundi national external debt decreased to BIF 464,105.4 million in 2011 from BIF 478,170.4

million.

2.2 Trade Developments
Growth in real terms (i.e. discounting changes in prices) of World merchandise trade slowed
significantly in 2011 to 5.0 percent, compared with 13.8 percent in 2010. However, Africa
registered a contraction of 8.3 percent due to civil war in North Africa. Japan registered a growth

of 0.5 percent while CIS advanced just 1.8 percent.

Africa recorded 5.0 percent increase in imports while CIS registered 16.7 percent growth of
imports. India had the fastest export growth at 16.1 percent followed by China at 9.3 per cent.

In Asia, the export growth rates declined dramatically from 22.7 percent in 2010 to 6.6 percent in
2011. Similarly, import fell sharply to 6.4 percent in 2011 from 18.2 percent in 2010.

At regional level, Africa registered the slowest export growth in 2011, of -8.3 per cent, from 3.0
percent in 2010. Import growth was 5.0 percent in 2011, falling by2.3 percent. North America’s
exports decreased by 8.7 per cent, while imports dropped by 11.0 percent in 2011.

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EAC TRADE PERFORMANCE

3.1 Total Intra-EAC Trade

During 2011, intra-EAC? trade amounted to US$ 4,485.9 million, being an increase of 20.5 percent

when compared to the amount recorded in 2010. The development was attributed to increase of

both imports and exports within the bloc that went up by 23.7 percent and 18.2 percent,

respectively. The share of intra EAC trade among the Partner States remained almost the same with

Kenya continued to dominate, accounting for about 41 percent of total intra-trade. Moreover,

during the period, only Burundi recorded an increase in its share to 4.2 percent from 2.6 percent of
the total intra EAC trade in 2010. Table 3.1 presents details on Intra-EAC trade for the period 2007

to 2011.

3.1.1 Imports

The total intra-EAC imports increased to US$ 1,919.3 million compared with US$ 1,551.0 million
in 2010. All the Partner States recorded growth in imports with Tanzania having the fastest growth
followed by Uganda. Meanwhile, Burundi recorded the least growth (4.3 percent) in imports
originating within the region. Otherwise, Uganda was the major importer accounting for 36.1
percent and followed by Rwanda with 20.1 percent of total intra EAC imports. Intra-EAC imported

commodities mainly include industrial & agricultural products and natural resources.

3.1.2 Exports

The total intra-EAC exports rose to US$ 2,566.5 million in 2011 compared to US$ 2,171.9 million
registered in the preceding year, with all Partner States recording growth in exports within the bloc.
The highest growth was registered by Rwanda and Burundi that grew by 61.0 percent and 52.2
percent, respectively. In terms of market share, Kenya remained dominant in intra-EAC exports
accounting for 60.2 percent of the total intra-EAC exports. The Exports shares of Uganda,
Tanzania, Rwanda and Burundi in total intra-EAC exports were 19.6 percent, 15.9 percent, 3.1

percent and 1.1 percent, respectively.

3.2 EAC Trade with the Rest of the World

In 2011, the EAC total trade with the rest of the world registered a growth of 24.57 percent to US$
41,878.0 million compared to the level recorded in 2010. Similarly, total trade for the EAC bloc
including intra EAC trade also increased by 26.80 percent to US$ 46,363.9 million compared to

US$ 37,341.8 million in the preceding year. The development was largely driven by increased
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levels of both imports and exports. During the period under review, total imports increased by
27.74 percent while exports recorded an increase of 15.66 percent. As a result, deficit on the trade
balance widened significantly by 36.56 percent to US$ 20,741.2 million compared to the deficit of
US$ 15,188.8 million in 2010.

The value of intra-EAC trade increased to US$ 4,485.9 million in 2011, being 20.49 percent higher
compared to US$ 3,722.9 million recorded in the preceding year. Like in the previous years, the
structure of intra-EAC trade was mainly dominated by agricultural commaodities and manufactured
goods. Despite of the increase in value, the share of intra-EAC to total trade remained virtually
unchanged at 9.68 percent. Table 3.2 summarizes the EAC trade flows for the period from 2006 to
2011.

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3.2.1 Imports
During 2011, imports to EAC region amounted to US$33,552.6 million compared to US$ 26,265.3
million in 2010. Persistent increase in global oil prices and surge in foreign direct investment
related imports particularly in oil and natural gas explorations exerted more pressure on import bill
in the the region. Consequently, the share of intra-EAC to total imports declined to 5.72 percent
compared to 5.91 in the preceding year as both oil and capital goods for exploration activities are
mostly originating from rest of the world.

3.2.2 Exports

Exports from EAC region increased to US$12,811.4 million compared to US$ 11,076.5 million a
year before following recovery of commodity prices in global markets. Major exports from the
region such as coffee, cotton, tea and minerals particularly gold recorded increase in export prices
during the review period. During the period, the share of intra-EAC to total exports remained
almost at the same level by recording a marginal increase of 20.03 percent compared to 19.61
percent in 2010.
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CHAPTER FOUR

TRADE DEVELOPMENTS IN THE EAC PARTNER STATES

4.1 Kenya’s International Trade

Kenya’s international trade indicators for 2011 continued to show a widening merchandise trade
deficit (Figure 4.1). Merchandise trade balance widened further from a deficit of US$ 6,785.1
million in 2010 to US$ 8,874.4 million in 2011, an increase of 30.8 percent, as depicted in Figure
4.1. Kenya’s total trade expanded by 19.2 percent to US$ 20,418.2 million in 2011 compared to a
16.9 percent growth in 2010. This growth was as a result of a substantial increase in the value of
imports. In 2011, the value of total exports increased by 11.6 percent while the value of imports
grew relatively faster at the rate of 22.5 percent. The value of imports grew faster due to increased
importation of oil, electrical and mechanical machinery and transport equipment, and other capital

goods (such as iron and steel) to spur economic growth.

In 2011, EU, UAE, India and China were Kenya’s major trading partners accounting for 17.1
percent, 12.1 percent, 8.7 percent and 8.1 percent of the total trade, respectively, compared to 19.5
percent, 9.9 percent, 8.2 percent and 9.1, percent, respectively, recorded in 2010. Kenya’s trade
with UAE recorded a 44.8 percent growth in 2011 compared to a 31.1 percent growth in 2010.
Total trade with China recorded a decelerated growth of 6.8 percent in 2011 to stand at US$
1,662.2 million compared to a 56.3 percent growth in 2010. During the review period, total trade
with U.S.A increased marginally by 1.5 percent compared to a 10.5 percent decline in 2010. In
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2011, Kenya’s trade with Japan declined by 12.9 percent to US$ 663.3 million compared to a 15.4
percent growth recorded in 2010. This drastic decline was occasioned by a reduction in the
production of road motor vehicles due to the disruption of imports from Japan following the
tsunami crisis experienced in the country early in the year under review. Kenya’s trade with EAC
countries increased by 20.2 percent in 2011, whereby, Uganda, Tanzania and Rwanda recorded

significant increases of 25.5 percent, 16.8 percent and 13.7 percent, respectively.

4.1.1 Imports

Kenya’s imports increased by 22.5 percent from US$ 11,954.9 million in 2010 to US$ 14,646.3
million in 2011. This growth may be attributed to increased importation of oil, electrical and
mechanical machinery and transport equipment, and other capital goods (such as iron and steel) to
spur economic growth. The value of imports of oil, electrical and mechanical machinery and
transport equipment, steel and iron, and cereals increased by 48.6 percent, 3.9 percent, 32.5 percent
and 63.1 percent, respectively, to US$ 4,016.8 million, US$ 3,440 million, US$ 648.8 million and
US$ 647.9 million, respectively, in 2011 (Appendix Table 6¢). This may be partly attributed to the
increased unit prices and the depreciation of the Kenyan Shilling against the major trading world
currencies, in the review period. Just like in the previous period, European Union, China, UAE and
India were the leading sources of Kenya’s imports in 2011 jointly accounting for 52.7 percent of
total imports (Figure 4.2 and Appendix Table 3).

4.1.2 Domestic Exports
Kenya’s domestic exports increased by 18.9 percent from US$ 4,587.1 million in 2010 to US$
5,455.5 million in 2011. Domestic exports of tea and coffee increased from US$ 1,351.6 million in
2010 to US$ 1,398.3 million in 2011 mainly due to increases in the unit prices in the global
markets. Domestic export earnings from horticultural products comprising of live trees, plants,
bulbs, vegetables, roots and bulbs rose from US$ 715.4 million in 2010 to US$ 743.2 million in
2011. Earnings from domestic exports of unmanufactured and manufactured tobacco increased
from US$133.2 million in 2010 to US$ 209.8 in 2011 (Appendix Table 7f).

During 2011, COMESA and the European Union continued to be the leading destinations for the
country’s domestic exports accounting for 34.3 percent 23.9 percent of the total domestic exports,
respectively, vis-a-vis 33.7 percent and 26.5 percent recorded in 2010 (Figure 4.3 and Appendix
Table 4).

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4.1.3 Re-exports

Kenya’s re-exports declined by 45.7 percent from US$ 582.7 million in 2010 to US$ 316.4 million
in 2011. Similarly, the share of re-exports to total exports decreased drastically from 11.3 percent in
2010 to 5.5 percent in 2011 (Figure 4.4).

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4.1.4 Intra EAC Trade

Kenya’s total trade with EAC Partner States increased by 20.2 percent from US$ 1,536.8 million in
2010 to US$ 1,847.2 million in 2011. Kenya’s trade surplus with EAC Partner States increased
substantially from US$ 1,023.1 million in 2010 to US$ 1,241.5 million in 2011 compared to a
marginal growth of 1.6 percent recorded in 2010 (Figure 4.5). This was on account of the faster

growth of exports vis-a-vis imports.

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4.1.4.1 Intra EAC Imports

During 2011, Kenya’s imports from EAC Partner States increased by 17.9 percent from US$ 256.8
million in 2010 to US$ 302.9 million in 2011 compared to a significant increase of 58.1 percent in
2010. Imports from Tanzania increased from US$ 133.1 million in 2010 to US$ 176.5 million in
2011. Imports from Burundi more than doubled from US$ 1.8 million in 2010 to US$ 5.3 million in
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2011. On the other hand, imports from Rwanda declined by 12.4 percent to US$ 4.8 million in
2011 compared to a 74.9 percent increase recorded in 2010. Imports from Uganda declined
marginally from US$ 116.5 million in 2010 to US$ 116.4 million in 2011 albeit being the second

major country of origin for imports, in EAC region (Appendix Table 5c).

4.1.4.2 Intra-EAC Domestic Exports

In 2011, Kenya’s domestic exports to the EAC Partner States increased by 22.6 percent from US$
1,138.9 million in 2010 to US$ 1,396.1 million. The share of the domestic exports to the EAC
countries increased to 24.2 percent of the total exports in 2011 as compared to 22.0 percent
recorded in 2010. Domestic exports to Uganda, Tanzania and Rwanda increased by 32.9 percent,
14.9 percent and 15.4 percent to US$ 744.8 million, US$ 446.0 million and US$ 141.8 million,
respectively, in 2011. However, domestic exports to Burundi declined by 5.8 percent to US$ 63.5
million. Domestic exports to Uganda, Tanzania, Rwanda and Burundi accounted for 53.4 percent,
31.9 percent, 10.2 percent and 4.6 percent of Kenya’s intra-EAC total domestic exports,
respectively, during the review period. The value of domestic exports of mineral fuels and oils, and
iron and steel to Uganda increased by 75.0 percent and 77.0 percent to US$ 79.3 million and US$
56.9 million, respectively, in 2011. Likewise, domestic exports of plastics, and beverages, spirits
and vinegar to Uganda rose by 40.5 percent and 47.2 percent to US$ 47.0 million and US$ 45.5
million, respectively, in 2011. Similarly, domestic exports of animal and vegetable fats and oils to
Tanzania increased by 39.7 percent to US$ 69.5 million in 2011 (Appendix Table 7c).

4.1.4.3 Intra-EAC Re-Exports

In 2011, Kenya’s intra-EAC re-exports increased by 5.1 percent from US$ 141.1 million in 2010 to
US$ 148.2 million. The share of the re-exports to the EAC countries declined slightly to 2.6 percent
of the total exports in 2011 as compared to 2.7 percent recorded in 2010. Re-exports to Uganda and
Rwanda increased by 13.4 percent and 7.6 percent to US$ 110.5 million and US$ 10.8 million in
2011. Re-exports to Burundi more than doubled from US$ 1.4 million in 2010 to US$ 3.0 million
in 2011. In contrast, re-exports to Tanzania declined from US$ 32.3 million in 2010 to US$ 24.1
million in 2011. During the review period, the major commodity re-exported to Uganda was
mineral fuels and oils which rose by 36.6 percent from US$ 39.0 million in 2010 to US$ 53.3
million in 2011.
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4.2 Tanzania’s International Trade
Tanzania’s total trade recorded a significant increase to US$ 15,910.9 million, being about 31.0
percent higher when compared to the level registered in 2010. This was driven by the increase in
both exports and imports. However, increase in imports by 41.3 percent more than offset the impact
of 12.4 percent increase in exports leading to a widening of Tanzania’s trade deficit. During the
period under review, the country’s trade deficit increased to US$ 6,177.2 million from US$ 3,484.3
million in the preceding year (Figure 4.6). In 2011, the Tanzania’s major trading partners remained
almost the same as it was in 2010 with the European Union, SADC, China, India and United Arab

Emirates being the leading partners, accounting for over 50 percent of the country’s total trade.

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4.2.1 Imports

In 2011, the value of imported goods into Tanzania was US$ 11,044.1 million compared to US$
7,813.4million in 2010. Much of the increase was explains to surge in importation of machinery
goods and petroleum products. Increase in foreign direct investment activities particularly in the
areas of natural gas and oil explorations partly explain the rise in machinery imports. Moreover,
persistent increase in international oil prices coupled with increased domestic demand of oil for
thermo power generation attributed to the surge in value of oil imports. Machinery and petroleum
products accounted for 12.2 percent and 32.6 percent of total imports, respectively. Other major
imports include vehicles, electrical machinery equipments, cereals, iron and steel, and plastic

products. The top five major sources of Tanzania’s imports in 2011 were India, EU, the United

Arab Emirates, China and South Africa, which accounted for about 60 percent of total Tanzania’s

imports (Figure 4.7)

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4.2.2 Domestic Exports

Tanzania’s domestic exports have maintained their upward trend recording an increase of 13.5
percent to US$ 4,765.7 million in 2011when compared to the level registered in the preceding year.
Tanzania domestic exports were mostly dominated by gold, agricultural cash crops, manufactured
goods and fish products. During the period under review, most agricultural cash crops recorded
increases driven by both high export prices as well as increase in export volumes. The improvement
in export unit prices partly resulted from steady recovery of the global economy from the Financial
Crisis. However, cotton and tea, which are among the major agricultural cash crops recorded
declines in export values due to fall in production following unfavourable weather. On the other
hand, gold continued to take the lead accounting for over 40 percent of Tanzania’s domestic
exports mainly driven by increase in gold prices in the world market as well as increase in volume
by 13.5 percent to 40.4 tons in 2011. The main destinations of Tanzania’s exports for 2011 were

South Africa, China, European Union, COMESA?® and Japan which accounted for about 57 percent

® COMESA has overlapping membership. However, COMESA excludes EAC Partner States
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of the country’s domestic exports (Figure 4.8). The share of South Africa increased significantly to
17.6 percent in 2011 from 10.5 percent in 2010, largely due to rise in value of gold exports that
went up by more than double compared to the value recorded in 2010. Conversely, the share of
India in domestic exports from Tanzania recorded a decline partly due to delays in cashewnuts
exports in 2011. This was due to price disagreement between cooperatives and buyers (exporters).

It is worth noting that India is a major export destination of Tanzania’s cashewnuts.

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4.2.3 Re-exports

Tanzania’s re-exports remained low even with the comparative advantages such as having sea ports
and road networks with the landlocked neighbours. In 2011, Tanzania’s re-exports amounted to
US$ 101.1 million, being 21.7 percent lower compared to the amount recorded in the preceding
year. The decline was more pronounced in wheat grains and machinery items. Despite the decline,
wheat remained among the major re-export commodities from Tanzania. Other re-export
commodities include fertilizers, machinery and motor vehicles. Most of the re-exports were
destined to neighbouring landlocked countries such as Uganda, Rwanda and Democratic Republic
of Congo (DRC).

4.2.4 Tanzania’s Intra-EAC Trade
During 2011, Tanzania’s total trade with other EAC Partner States increased although as a share to
total trade, the share of intra EAC trade declined to 6.5 percent compared to 7.3 percent in 2010.
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During the year under review, Tanzania’s intra EAC trade recorded an increase of 14.1 percent to
US$ 787.1 million compared to the amount recorded in previous year. The increase was driven by a
rise in both imports and exports. Moreover, Tanzania continued to record a surplus trade balance
with other EAC Partner States for two consecutive years beginning 2010. However, the amount of
trade surplus declined to US$ 30.9 million compared with a surplus of US$ 98.4 million in 2010 as
growth in imports outweighed the impact of the increase in exports (Figure 4.9). The overall
positive trade balance was mainly attributed to Tanzania’s trade surpluses with Rwanda, Burundi
and Uganda while trade with Kenya continued to record a deficit. Meanwhile, Kenya remained the
major trading partner accounting for about 71 percent of Tanzania’s intra-EAC trade as it was in
2010.

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4.2.4.1 Imports

In 2011, Tanzania’s intra EAC imports increased to US$ 378.1 million, being higher compared to
US$ 295.9 million in the preceding year. There was an increase in imports originating from all
other EAC Partner States, with imports from Uganda more than doubling to US$ 36.4 million
compared with US$ 17.9 million in 2010. Items imported from Uganda that recorded significant
increases include electric generating sets, footwear and soap products. Also, Tanzania recorded
high growth in imports from Burundi (though the amount was very small) followed by Kenya and

Rwanda. Moreover, Kenya continued to remain the major source of imports and accounted for
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about 90 percent of the Tanzania’s intra-EAC imports. In addition to the imports from Uganda
mentioned above, other major imports from the EAC Partner States include petroleum products,

trailers and semi trailers, pharmaceuticals and products of iron and steel.

4.2.4.2 Domestic Exports

During 2011, Tanzania’s domestic exports to EAC Partner States increased to US$ 362.1 million
compared to US$ 332.6 million in the preceding year. There was an increase of the country’s
domestic exports to Kenya and Rwanda while those destined to Uganda and Burundi declined.
Export items to Kenya that recorded significant increase include machinery goods, paper and paper
products, electrical equipment and textiles apparels, while for Rwanda were rice and plastics
products. On the other hand, the export items to Uganda that recorded declines were rice, paper and
paper products; iron and steel products as for Burundi they were wheat flour and cement (Appendix
Table 7b).

4.2.4.3 Re-Exports

Tanzania’s re-exports to EAC Partner States recorded a decline of 24.0 percent to US$ 46.9 million
in 2011when compared with the levels of 2010, mainly driven by a fall in re-exports of wheat,
telephone equipments, motor vehicles and fertilizers in the region. During the period, Rwanda
remained the main destination of Tanzania’s re-exports for a second year in a row accounting for
about 60 percent of re-exports. Re-exports to Rwanda amounted to US$ 27.7 million, marginally
lower compared to US$ 29.5 million recorded in 2010. In 2011, major items re-exported to

Rwanda include fertilizers, wheat and motor vehicles.

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4.3 Uganda’s International Trade
In 2011, Uganda’s total trade increased by 24 percent to US$ 7,790 million. This was attributed to
increased imports and exports by 20.7 percent and 33.4 percent respectively. Exports increased
from US$ 1,618.6 million in 2010 to US$ 2,159.1 million in 2011 on account of an increase in
international commodity prices and increased aggregate demand as the global economy continued
to recover from the global financial crisis, particularly in the advanced economies. Further, imports
increased from US$ 4,664.3 million in 2010 to 5,630.9 million in 2011, this was on account of

increased demand for petroleum products and capital goods.

Uganda’s total trade with the USA registered a 61.6 percent increase in 2011, as the USA economy
recovered from the effects of the recession. For the period under review, imports from the USA
increased by 60.7 percent to US$ 170.0 million, while exports increased by 65.5 percent to US$ 35
million. With the exception of COMESA, Uganda continued to register trade deficits with other
regional trade blocs. In 2011, Uganda’s trade surplus with COMESA (excluding Rwanda, Burundi
and Kenya), stood at US$ 443.4 million, this was an increase of 43 percent, when compared to the

surplus recorded in 2010.

Uganda’s trade deficit with India, China and Japan worsened by 35.6 percent, 26.3 percent and 5.4
percent to US$ 980.9 million, US$ 495.8 million and US$ 319.5 million, respectively in 2011.
Trade deficit with EU improved by 34.4 percent to US$ 237.5 million, with UK accounting for
over 29.6 percent of the deficit. The other trading partners with which Uganda recorded trade
deficits in 2011 were SADC (Excluding Tanzania) and UAE estimated at US$ 161 million and US$
230 million, respectively. The resultant deteriorating trade balance was due to continued export of
raw materials, import of highly valued manufactured and consumer goods amid limited penetration
and access to new markets. Figure 4.10 summarises the developments of Uganda’s international

trade.

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4.3.1 Imports

Uganda’s imports bill increased by 20.7 percent from US$ 4,664.3 million in 2010 to US$ 5,630.9
million in 2011. This increase was mainly attributable to an increase in international oil prices. The
major items imported into Uganda include petroleum products, road vehicles, telecommunication
equipment, iron & steel and medical & pharmaceutical products. The major sources of Uganda’s

imports were EU, India, Kenya, China, United Arab Emirates and Japan.

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4.3.2 Domestic Exports

In 2011, Uganda’s domestic exports increased by 35.8 percent to US$ 1,564.0 million from US$
1,151.7 million in 2010. The major destination of Uganda’s domestic exports included EU, EAC
and other Africa accounting for 31.1 percent, 28.5 percent and 21.1 percent respectively. Whereas
there was a reduction in share of exports to EAC region from 30.5 percent in 2010 to 28.5 percent
in 2011, the value of domestic exports to EAC region grew by 21.6 percent from US$ 351.0 million
in 2010 to US$ 426.8 million in 2011. The major domestic products exported in 2011 included
coffee, cement, fish and cotton.

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4.3.3 Re-Exports

Uganda’s re-exports increased by 27.4 percent to US$ 595.1 million in 2011 from US$ 466.9
million in 2010. The main items re-exported include; telephones, petroleum products, sugar &
confectionary and animal & vegetable fats & oil. Total re-exports accounted for 27.6 percent of

Uganda’s total exports. Figure 4.13 shows trends of the proportion of re-exports to total exports.

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4.3.4 Intra EAC Trade

In 2011, Uganda’s total trade with EAC partner states increased by 19 percent to US$ 1,196.2
million on account of an increase in both exports and imports. The trade balance with EAC partner
states worsened from a deficit of US$ 147.9 million in 2010 to US$ 188.7 million in 2011. The
deterioration in trade balance was due to a higher increase in imports, when compared to the
increase in exports. Figure 4.14 summarises the trend of Uganda’s intra EAC exports, imports and

trade balance.

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4.3.4.1 Imports
Uganda’s imports from EAC partner states increased by 20.1 percent from US$ 576.5 million in
2010 to US$ 692.6 million in 2011. The share of imports from EAC partner states to Uganda’s total
imports declined slightly from 12.4 percent in 2010 to 12.3 percent in 2011.

Kenya remained Uganda’s main source of imports accounting for 93.1 percent of Uganda’s Intra-
EAC imports with a value of US$ 644.6 million in 2011. The main imports from Kenya included;
petroleum products, cement, cigarettes, beer made from malt, salt, paper and its products, iron and

steel, plastics and pharmaceutical products.

Imports from Tanzania declined from US$ 56.5 million recorded in 2010 to US$ 38.0 million in
2011. The major items imported included textiles, petroleum products cereals and spirits. Uganda’s
imports from Rwanda slightly increased to US$ 7.9 million in 2011 while those from Burundi

remained stable at US$ 1.1 million.

4.3.4.2 Domestic Exports

Uganda’s domestic exports to the EAC Partner States rose by 21.6 percent to US$ 426.8 million in
2011 compared to US$ 351.0 million in 2010. Domestic exports to Kenya accounted for 45.6
percent of domestic exports to EAC region and posted a growth rate of 18.6 percent having risen
from US$ 164.1 million in 2010 to US$ 194.7 million in 2011. The major items exported to Kenya
included coffee, tea, cereals, machinery & equipment and tobacco. Exports to Rwanda rose by 37.1
percent to US$ 166 million in 2011, while those to Tanzania increased by 19.1 percent to US$

30.9million. However, domestic exports to Burundi declined by 11.7 percent to US$ 35.2 million.

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4.3.4.3 Re-Exports
In 2011, Uganda’s re-exports to EAC Partner States stood at US$ 76.9 million with a marginal
decline of 0.9 percent. Rwanda and Kenya were the major destinations and the values of re-exports
to these destinations were US$ 31.9 million and US$ 27.5 million respectively. The major re-
exports included iron & steel, Industrial machinery & equipment, vehicles, cereals, textiles,

electrical machinery and plastics.

4.4 Rwanda’s International Trade

Rwanda’s total trade increased by 31.7 percent, from US$ 1,350.5 million in 2010 to US$ 1,778.1
million in 2011. Total exports increased by 75.7 percent, from US$ 238.1 million in 2010 to US$
418.3 million in 2011. The increase in exports is due to a lot of effort that was undertaken to add

value on exports through processing and quality improvements.

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4.4.1 Imports
Rwanda’s Imports increased by 22.2 percent, from US$ 1,112.4 million in 2010 to US$ 1,359.7
million in 2011 with electrical machinery, fuels, nuclear reactors, vehicles, pharmaceutical
products, iron and steel, animal or vegetable fats, cereals, salt (and sulphur,earths and stone,
plastering materials, lime and cement), articles of iron or steel, sugars and sugar confectionery,
instruments and apparatus for optical, photographic, cinematographic, measuring, checking,
precision, medical and surgical activities, plastics and articles thereof, paper related articles and
textile articles accounting for 75 percent of total imports. Each of these was imported for more than
US$ 25 million. The EAC, European Union and China are the main source of Rwanda‘s imports

accounting for 56.8 percent in 2011.

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4.4.2 Domestic Exports

Domestic exports amounted to US$ 202.2 million in 2010 and US$ 371.1 million in 2011,
representing an increase of 83.5 percent. Exports were mainly ores, coffee and tea. Their value
accounted for 77.6 percent of 2011 total exports. Rwanda’s exports in 2011 were mainly destined
to EU, EAC, COMESA and SADC regions accounting for 81 percent of Rwanda total general
exports.

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4.4.3 Re-exports

Rwanda’s re-exports increased from US$ 35.9 million in 2010 to US$ 47.2 million in 2011. The
main re-export products were mineral fuels, oils and substances, vehicles and ores, contributing
91.3 percent of the total re-exports. The share of re-exports to total exports decreased from 15.1
percent in 2010 to 11.3 percent in 2011.

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4.4.4 Intra EAC Trade

Rwanda’s total trade with EAC increased from US$ 394.7 million in 2010 to US$ 466.2 million in
2011. Uganda was the Rwanda’s major trading partner within the EAC contributing 42.1 percent of
total EAC trade in 2011 followed by Kenya with 39.1 percent. On the other hand, the trade deficit
with the EAC Partner States continued to widen especially due to higher volume of imports
compared to exports.

4.4.4.1 Imports

Rwanda’s imports from EAC Partner States increased by 11.8 percent from US$ 344.6 million in
2010 to US$ 385.1 million in 2011. Imports of Rwanda from EAC Partner States are dominated by
imports from Uganda with a share of 49.1 percent. The main products imported from Uganda
included cement, fats, soap, sugar, cereals, iron and steel. Kenya came second as the EAC country

of origin for Rwanda’s imports with iron and steel, fats and fuels

4.4.4.2 Exports

Exports to EAC Partner States increased by 41.8 percent from US$ 50.4 million in 2010 to US$
71.1 million in 2011 mainly to Kenya. Rwanda exports to Kenya have increased by 64.5 percent
from US$ 38.8 million to US$ 63.8 million. Rwanda’s exports to Burundi registered an increase of
117.9 percent from US$ 3.9 million to US$ 8.5 million. Exports to Uganda increased by 28.9
percent, from US$ 5.6 million in 2010 to US$ 7.2 million in 2011. Rwanda’s exports to Tanzania
decreased by 25.9 percent from US$ 2.1 million in 2010 to US$ 1.6 million in 2011.

4.4.4.3 Re-Exports
Rwanda’s re-exports to the community increased to US$ 10.0 million in 2011 compared to US$ 5.2
million registered in the previous year. The main re-exports to EAC comprised of mineral fuels,

vehicles and ores.
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4.5 Burundi International Trade
In 2011, Burundi’s total trade increased by 89.2 percent to US$ 871.6 million instead of US$ 460.6
million of 2010 on account of a increase both in exports and imports by 76.2 percent and 89.2

percent, respectively.

The total exports increased to US$ 201.4 million in 2011 compared to US$ 114.3 million recorded
in 2010. This reflected a re-exports growth to UAE, Uganda, Tanzania, Kenya, China and Japan;
imports growth from Uganda, Tanzania and Kenya; and exports growth to Kenya, Uganda,

Rwanda, Suisse, Pakistan.

The main trading partners in 2011 were Saudi Arabia, Belgium, China, India, Suitland, France and
EAU.

At regional level, Burundi’s total trade with European Union represented 21.2 percent of Burundi’s
total trade registering US$ 64.3 million in 2011 compared to US$ 20.0 million in 2010 reflecting
the growth in imports from Germany, Belgium, France, Netherland and United Kingdom.

Total trade with COMESA (comprising Egypt, Ethiopia, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Sudan,
Swaziland, Zambia and Zimbabwe) increased by 9.1 percent to US$ 53.8 million in 2011 compared
to US$ 49.3 million in 2010 due especially to the growth in imports from Zambia amounting to
US$ 15.3 million in 2011 instead of US$ 11.4 million a year before and Egypt representing 66.0
percent in 2011 and 28.4 percent in 2010 of the total imports from that economic bloc. Note that
COMESA represents 5.0 percent of Burundi’s total trade.

Burundi’s total trade with SADC (comprising DRC, South Africa and Malawi) more than tripled
registering US$ 25.3 million in 2011 instead of US$ 8.8 million in 2010. This reflected an increase
in imports from South Africa with US$ 19.7 million in 2011 instead of US$ 7.8 million in 2010.

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4.5.1 Imports
Burundi’s total imports increased by 89.2 percent to US$ 871.6 million from US$ 460.7 million in
2010 reflecting an increase in imports from Asia with an increase of 34.3 percent, Africa with 27.7

percent, Europe with 33.2 percent, America with 4.4 percent.

The share of Burundi’s total imports from Asia and Africa decreased from 54.6 percent and 31.6

percent in 2010 to 34.3 percent and 27.7 percent in 2011 respectively.

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4.5.2 Domestic Exports

Domestic exports rose sharply by 54.4 percent recording US$ 158.4 million in 2011 compared with
US$ 102.6 million in 2010. The increase was mainly due to the rise in coffee exports both in
volume and value by 29.6 percent and in price on the international market from 4.2 US$/kg in 2011
compared to 2.67 US$/kg in 2010.

Tea exports decreased in volume by 15.7 percent but increased by 10.8 in value due to the rise in
the market price from 2.50 US$/kg in 2010 to 2.79 US$/kg in 2011.

In 2011, the exports of primary items decreased from 33 tons to 32 tons while manufactured items

increased registering 16 tons in 2011 compared to 6 tons in 2010.

Share in exports to Europe Union decreased by 21.5 percent from 65.2 to 51.2 one year to another.
Asia’s share of total export increased to 30.1 percent compared to 17.4 percent or US$ 47.7 million
instead of US$ 17.9 million in 2010.

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4.5.3 Re-Exports

Burundi re-exports registered a strong increase amounting to US$ 43.0 million in 2011 compared to
US$ 11.7 million in 2010. The main items re-exported by Burundi were especially unwrought gold,
non-monetary (especially re-exported to United Arab Emirates), waste and scrap of alloy steel
(excluding stainless), containers specially designed for transport by one or more methods, mobile
drilling derricks, parts and accessories for vehicles, sugar for industrial use and travel sets for

personal toilet, sewing or shoe or clothes cleaning.

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4.5.4 Burundi intra EAC Trade
Burundi’s total trade flow with EAC Partner States almost doubled increasing by 97.4 percent to
US$ 189.1 million in 2011 compared to US$ 95.8 million in 2010. The increase of intra-EAC trade
was caused by the rise of 108.3 percent in imports from Partner States and by the 52.2 percent of

increase in exports to Partner States.

Burundi’s share of Intra EAC Trade increased in imports by 10.1 percent and decreased in exports
by 8.8 percent.

The trade balance deficit with EAC Partner States increased by 126.1 percent from a deficit of US$
58.6 million in 2010 to US$ 132.5 million in 2011, especially on account of increased in the trade

balance with while it declined with other partners.

Burundi’s share of Intra EAC trade increased by 7.2 percent in 2011 compared with the decrease of
15.1 percent registered in 2010. The change was due to the increase in share of imports which

increased 10.1 percent while share in exports decreased by 8.8 percent.

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4.5.4.1 Imports
Intra-EAC imports increased by 108.3 percent to US$ 160.8 million in 2011 instead of US$ 77.2
million recorded in 2010. The increase in intra-EAC imports is attributed to high demand for

cement, mineral oil, plastics, glass, fertilizers, iron and steel.
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The sources of main intra-EAC imports in 2011 were Uganda, Tanzania, and Kenya with imports
worth US$ 54.3 million, US$ 52.8million and US$ 46.7 million respectively and increases of
118.1percent, 126.6 percent and 74.3 percent respectively.

The main imports from Uganda were cement, electrical equipment, glass, iron and steel while
imports from Tanzania were vehicles, fertilisers, cement, petroleum products, wheat or meslin flour
and salt and those from Kenya included petroleum products, cement, fertilisers, beer made from
malt, glass, iron and steel

4.5.4.2 Domestic Exports
Burundi’s domestic exports to EAC Partner States increased by 72.3 percent in 2011 compared to

the deep decline registered of 14.3 percent in 2010.

This increase reflected an increase in domestic exports to all EAC Partner States, except Tanzania.
The main commodities exported to Kenya are especially skins and coffee/tea en route while
Uganda imported cigarettes, fruits, sugar, mineral water, beer and skins from Burundi. The share of
intra-EAC exports to total exports decreased also by 90.7 percent in 2011 compared to the increase
of 84.5 percent in 2010.

4.5.4.3 Re-exports
Burundi’s re-exports to EAC Partner States steadily declined by 3.09 percent from US$ 2.49
million in 2010 to US$ 2.41 million in 2011 due to the increase in re-exports to Kenya and Uganda

with counterbalanced by the decrease of the re-exports to Tanzania and Rwanda.

The major re-exports from Burundi are Waste and scrap of alloy steel (excl. stainless) to Uganda,
Unwrought gold (incl. gold plated with platinum), non-monetary; Waste and scrap of alloy steel
(excl. stainless) to Kenya while Burundi re-exports sugar and “Sacks and bags, used for packing

goods, of jute, etc” to Rwanda, Waste and scrap to Tanzania.
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CHAPTER FIVE

SPECIAL CATEGORY CONSIDERATIONS WITHIN EAC CUSTOMS UNION

5.1 Exemptions and Remissions

In 2011, all EAC partner states with exception of Uganda recorded increases in the value of
imported goods that were eligible for exemptions and remissions (Table 5:1). Most of the exempted
goods include those for investment projects, aid funded projects, charritable organizations,
embassies and consulate goods. Morever, completion of a dam project in Uganda mainly explains

the decline in value of goods eligible for exemption during the period under review.

In Kenya, the value of goods imported under exemptions and remissions regime increased by 23.5
percent to US$ 3,620.81 million in 2011 from US$ 2,932.5 million in 2010. Similarly, revenue
foregone increased by 30.8 percent to US$ 787.0 million in 2011 from US$ 601.7 million in 2010.

The increase in value of imports under exemptions and remissions was on account of E.G.S.P and
E.P.P.O which increased by 130.1 percent and 56.7 percent respectively. Other excemptions

included aid funded project goods, embassy and consulate goods, and project goods among others.

Tanzania

The value of Tanzania’s imported goods under the exemptions and remission regime, increased by
8.10 percent to US$ 2032.82 million in 2011 compared to US$ 1,880.5 recorded in 2010. Similarly,
revenue foregone as a result of the exemptions increased to US$ 483.20 million in 2011 compared
to US$ 339.13 million recorded in 2010. The major items that were exempted from taxes were
mainly capital goods which are considered to be important in stimulating production for the

country’s economic growth.

Uganda

In Uganda the value of imports under the exemptions and remission regime decreased by 30.1
percent from US$ 535.5 million in 2010 to  US$ 374.5 million in 2011. This was largely on
account of a reduction of 74.4 percent in goods imported for Bujagali Dam project as the

construction was coming to an end.

Rwanda

Rwanda imports subject to exemptions increased by 4.77 percent from US$ 478.97 million in 2010
to US$ 501.80 million in 2011 while revenue foregone increased by 5.47 percent during the same
period, from US$ 127.94 million in 2010 to US$ 134.93 million in 2011 .Trade taxes increased by
18.47 percent from US$ 239.31 million in 2010 to US$ 284.47 million in 2011.

Burundi
The value of Burundi’s imports eligible for exemptions and remissions increased by 21.28 percent
to US$ 173.8 million in 2011 compared to US$ 143.3 recorded in 2010. Revenue foregone due to

those exemptions on imports increased from US$ 51.3 million in 2010 to US$ 59.2 million in 2011.
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5.2 Sensitive Goods

Kenya

In 2011, Kenya’s imports of sensitive goods from non EAC countries increased by 63.1 percent to
US$ 1,205.8 million in 2011 from US$ 739.5 million in 2010. This was on account of increased
imports of maize, wheat, rice by 83.2 percent, 60.8 percent and 46.5 percent respectively, to cover

for production short fall arising from the drought experienced in the country.

Tanzania

In 2011, Tanzania’s imports of sensitive goods from non EAC Partner States recorded an increase
of 32.22 percent to US$ 731.18 million in 2011 compared to US$ 553.00 million recorded in 2010.
Goods that recorded significant increases include rice, milk and cream, cement, sugar beet, cereal

flour, sacks, bags, tobacco and used clothing.

It is worth noting that the value of imported wheat grains accounted for about 72.98 percent of the
total value of sensitive goods imported from non EAC countries. Most of the sensitive goods
(95.8%) are imported from non-EAC countries as the Region is not producing enough to meet the
demand. The value of sensitive goods imported from EAC Partner States also recorded an increase
by 24.55 percent to US$ 31.76 million in 2011 compared to US$ 25.50 million in 2010. Major
sensitive products imported from EAC Partner States include cement stoppers, caps and lids, milk
and worn clothing. In terms of value, the leading goods includes cement was 24.93 percent,

stoppers, caps and lids was 18.84 percent.

Uganda

In Uganda, the value of sensitive goods imported increased by 21 percent from US$ 572.9 million
in 2010 to US$ 692.3 in 2011. The value of sensitive goods imported from Non EAC countries
accounted for 79 percent of the total imported sentitive products. The major products from
Non_EAC countries were wheat and meslin, motor vehicles, sugar and worn clothings while the

major sensitive goods imported fom EAC region included cement, beer, cigarettes and rice.

Rwanda
Rwanda’s imports of sensitive goods from non-EAC countries recorded a high increase of 42.87
percent from US$ 79.71million in 2010 to US$ 113.88 million in 2011. Major imports included

wheat and meslin, motor vehicle for transport, cane sugar, vehicles and clothes. Meanwhile,
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imports of sensitive goods from EAC countries decreased by 2.32 percent from US$ 98.15 million
in 2010 to US$ 95.88 million in 2011. Major sensitive products imported by Rwanda from EAC

partner states included cement, sugar, rice and maze.

Burundi

Burundi’s imports of sensitive products from outside the EAC were US$ 100.82 million in 2011
compared to US$ 78.16 million recorded in 2010. During this period under review; the goods
imported were motor vehicles for transport of goods; cane sugar; wheat and melsin; worn clothings;
cereal (excluded wheat or meslin); stoppers, caps and lids, milk and cream; concentrated or

sweetened were the main sensitive imports to Burundi from Non-EAC countries.

The value of sensitive products imported from EAC partner states to Burundi in 2010 amounted to
US$ 25.2 million while in 2011 recorded US$ 50.8 million.

The main sensitive products imported to Burundi from EAC partner states included Portland
cement; Maize; Cane sugar; Beer made from malt, Rice, wheat or melsin flour were the main

sensitive imports to Burundi from Non-EAC countries.
5.3 Excisable Products

Kenya

In 2011, the value of Kenya’s excisable goods declined by 2.11 percent from US$ 2,832.8 million
in 2010 to US$ 2,773.0 million in 2011. The decline was mainly on account of 2.5 percent decline
in the importation of mineral fuels and oils from US$ 2,420.9 million to US$ 2,359.4 million over

the same period.

Tanzania

In Tanzania, the value of excisable goods recorded an increase of 60.32 percent to US$ 3,676.30
million in 2011 compared to US$ 2,293.09 million in 2010. Petroleum products and vehicles
continued to dominate accounting for about 94.83 percent and 3.34 percent of all imported
excisable goods. The value of petroleum products was largely due to a rise in domestic demand of

oil for power generation and persistent high oil prices in the world market.
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Uganda
In Uganda, imports of excisable products increased by 37.1 percent from US$ 891.9 million in
2010 to US$ 1,222.7 million in 2011. The increase in value of excisable products was mainly
attributed to a 76.8 percent, 38.8 percent and 17.7 percent increase in sugar, petroleum products and

beverages respectively compared to 2010.

Rwanda

The value imports of excisable goods for Rwanda recorded an increase of 41.62 percent, from US$
97.4million in 2010 to US$ 137.93 million in 2011. The increase was more pronounced in
petroleum products. The value of petroleum products increased 56.90 percent, from US$ 71.65
million in 2010 to US$ 112.42 million in 2011.

Burundi
In 2011, the CIF value of Burundi’s imported excisable goods increased by 49.54 per cent,
recording US$ 178.87 million in 2011 compared with US$ 119.61 million in 2010.

The excise revenue collected increased by 27.12 percent to US$ 44.25 million in 2011 compared to
US$ 34.81 million in 2010.

The main products attracting excise duty in 2011 were inter alia beers and soft drinks which
amounted to US$ 19.53 million, fuel with US$ 16.12 million and tobacco products for US$ 3.05

million.

5.4 Tariff Bands

The EAC Customs Union adopted a three tariff band structure where different rates are applied for
raw materials (O percent), intermediate products (10 percent) and finished products (25 percent).

Kenya

In 2011, the share of Kenya’s imports of goods to total imports under 0% tariff band increased by
67.1 percent compared to a 65.1 percent increase in 2010. On the other hand, the share of imported
goods under 10% and 25% tariff band was 11.2 percent and 16.2 percent respectively in 2011
compared to 12.1 percent and 17.2 percent in 2010. The value of imported goods under the 0%
tariff band increased by 26.4 percent to US$ 9,830.1 million in 2011 from US$ 7,776.5 million in
2010. Over the same period, imported goods above 25% tariff band increased by 30.8 percent from
US$ 610.5 million in 2010 to US$ 797.8 million in 2011.
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Tanzania

In Tanzania, merchandise imported under the zero tariff bands accounted for 65.2 percent of the
total imports in 2011. The zero tariff imports increased to US$ 7,289.12 million in 2011 compared
to US$ 4,486.1 million recorded in 2010 and they constituted mainly industrial machinery, raw

materials and medicaments.

Uganda

In Uganda, the value of goods imported under the zero tariff band increased by 23.3 percent from
US$ 3,485.6 million in 2010 to US$ 4,296.9 million in 2011 which accounted for 76.3 percent of
total imports. The major imports under the zero tariff band included mineral fuels & oils,

machinery & appliances, electrical equipment, pharmaceutical products and iron & steel.

Imports under the 25 percent tariff band increased by 17.2 percent to US$ 839.9 million in 2011
and accounted for 14.9 percent of the total imports. Imports in the 25 tariff band mainly included
vehicles and electrical machinery. The 10 percent tariff band products were mainly vehicles for the

transport of goods, new pneumatic tyres, bituminous mixtures and vehicles parts and accessories.

Rwanda

Rwanda fully implemented the agreed three tariff band structure in July 2009 with the exception of
sensitive products. Rwanda’s imports of goods under the zero tariffs increased by 80.78 percent
from US$ 525.8 million in 2010 to US$ 950.5 million in 2011 and accounted for 69.9 percent of
the total value of imports (these are including exemptions). Imports under the 10 percent tariff
decreased by 28.40 percent and accounted for 8.39 percent of total imports. Imports under the 25

percent tariff decreased by 50.02 percent and accounted for 15.03 percent of total imports.

Burundi
In Burundi, the value of goods imported under the zero tariff band in 2010 increased by 55.78
percent from a value of US$ 313.70 million in 2010 to US$ 488.69 million in 2011.

The zero rated imports accounted for 51.1 percent of total imports while goods subjected to import
tariff of 10 and 25 percent represented 24.3 percent and 18.1 percent of total imports value
respectively. The three band tariff levels of 0%, 10% and 25% have begun to be applied by July
2009 with the effective application of the EAC-CET by Burundi.

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CHAPTER SIX

CUSTOMS REVENUE PERFORMANCE IN EAC

6.1 General Performance of Customs Revenue

During 2011, the proportion of customs revenue to total tax revenue for most EAC Partner states
remained stable compared to the levels recorded in the preceeding year. Burundi continued to
record high proportions of customs revenue (over 90 percent) of the country’s total tax revenue
while proportions of customs revenue for other Partener states ranged between 33 percent and 47

percent of the total tax revenues of respective countries (Table 6.1).

Kenya

In 2011, total customs revenue collected for Kenya increased marginally by 0.6 percent to US$
2,640.4 million from US$ 2,625.3 million in 2010. This translated into a performance rate of 98.13
percent of the set target of US$ 2,690.7 million. VAT on imports increased by 10.0 percent to US$
1,009.4 million in 2011 accounting for 38.2 percent of the total customs revenue. Both Import duty
and excise duty performed at 92.36 percent and 84.87 percent of the set targets of US$ 586.3
million and US$ 528.9 million respectively. This was a dismal performance compared to a
performance of 99.03 percent and 95.48 percent for import duty and excise duty respectively,
posted in 2010. As a result of these developments the proportion of customs revenue to total

revenue was 35.0 percent in 2011 compared 36.1 percent in 2010.

Tanzania

Tanzania’s customs revenue increased by 5.4 percent to US$ 1,600.16 million in 2011 and posted a
performance rate of 98.55 percent of the set target of US$ 1,623.77 million. VAT on imports which
accounted for 38.95 percent of the total customs revenue increased by 3 percent to US$ 623.32
million and posted a performance rate of 90.87 percent of the set target of US$ 685.92 million.
Import duty and Excise duty performed at 94.97 percent and 100.84 percent of the set targets of
US$ 320.86 million and US$ 402.15 million respectively. However the proportion of customs

revenue to total revenue remained at 42.0 percent in 2011.

Uganda

In Uganda, total customs revenue increased by 6.24 percent to US$ 1,122.51 in 2011 from US$
1,056.6 million in 2010. The recorded performance was 103.48 percent of the set target of US$
1,084.72 million. VAT on imports accounted for 40 percent of the total Customs revenue with

Excise duty contributing 36 percent. Both VAT and import duty performed at 107.72 percent and
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104 percent respectively. The key taxable imports included fuel, vehicles, parts of electrical
machinery, sugar, beverages, machinery, iron & steel and animal/vegetable fats & oil. The
proportion of customs revenue to total revenue slightly increased to 46.9 percent in 2011 from 46.3

percent posted in 2010.

Rwanda

Rwanda’s total customs revenue collected on international trade increased from US$ 239.3 million
in 2010 to US$ 284.47 million in 2011. Realizations remain above the targets of US$ 212.0 million
for 2010 and US$ 250.13 million for 2011. The proportion of international trade taxes to total

revenue remained quite stable from 32.7 percent in 2010 and 32.8 percent in 2011.

Burundi
In Burundi, total customs revenue increased by 74.4 percent to US$ 349.7 million in 2011 and

posted a performance rate 139.7 percent of the set target of US$ 250.2 million.

Import duty posted a growth rate of -6.7 percent to US$ 38.7 million in the line of implementing
EAC-CET from July 2009. The rates of 15 percent and 30 percent disappeared and most products

taxed at 30 percent and more before are now taxed at 25 percent.
Notably, VAT on Imports increased by 124.9 percent to US$ 140.6 million.

Excise duty whose proportion to total customs revenue was 15.6 percent decreased by 45.6 percent
to US$ 54.4 million in 2011. Burundi continued implementing reforms which resulted into
improved efficiency among which include computerization of the customs administration to reduce

fraud.
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CHAPTER SEVEN

INVESTMENT FLOWS IN THE COMMUNITY

7.1 Policy Framework

All the EAC Partner States have national statutory agencies that promote and facilitate investment
in their respective countries. The agencies are Kenya Investment Authority (Kenlnvest), Tanzania
Investment Centre (TIC), Zanzibar Investment Promotion Agency (ZIPA), Uganda Investment
Authority, Rwanda Development Board (RDB) and Burundi Investment Promotion Agency (API).
These Investment Promotion Agencies (IPAs) provide one stop centre services to investors and
have undertaken a number of reforms to enhance business registration processes, reduce cost of
doing business and also improve the business climate to enable the region emerge as the best

business and export growth hubs on the African continent.

7.2 Investment Climate

The prevailing political, economic and social environment for doing business in the EAC countries
continued to improve. According to the World Bank Doing Business Report (2011), since 2005, the
EAC Partner States had grown faster on average than the rest of the Sub Saharan Africa with
annual per capita growth averaging close to 4%. The region has also witnessed an increase in
foreign direct investment which underscores the opportunities brought about by the Customs Union

and the Common Market.

Most business regulatory reforms in East Africa over the 5 years focused on simplifying procedures
for starting businesses, registering property and dealing with customs. As a result of the reforms in
business registration, the average time to start a business in East Africa fell from 37 days in 2005 to
24 days in 2010.

The Republic of Rwanda for the second year remained the leading country in carrying out
economic reforms although all the EAC Partner States have improved their performances
significantly since 2005. The country was ranked number 58 globally out of the 183 countries but
was first in the East African Community region. Rwanda was followed by Kenya which was
globally ranked the 98™ and second in East Africa; Uganda was in the 122" out of 183 countries

but third in East Africa followed by Tanzania globally ranked number 128 but fourth in East Africa

while Burundi was ranked number 181 and trailled in the last position in East Africa.



Trade Report 2011

Partner States have been in the process of harmonizing their national laws which hinder the
effective implementation of the EAC Common Market protocol. Also they have realized the need
to reduce costs of production, eliminate barriers to trade and to harmonise all laws for improved

business climate in the region.

7.3 EAC Foreign Direct Investment flows from 2009 to 2011*

The FDI inflow to the EAC region increased by 30.2 percent to reach US$ 2.3 billion in 2011
compared to US$ 1.8 billion in 2010 (World Investment Report 2012). This was 5.5 percent of the
total inflows of FDI to Africa. Tanzania and Uganda were the large recipients of FDI in the EAC
region followed by Kenya, Rwanda and Burundi in that order. Tanzania and Uganda attracted more

investments because of investments in capital-intensive sectors like mining and oil exploration.

7.3.1 Kenya
In Kenya, the value of FDI inflows declined by 16.1 percent from US$ 2,192 million to US$ 1,839
million in 2011. In terms of number of projects registered increased from 128 projects to 145

projects in 2011.

Tanzania
In 2011, the value of registered Foreign Direct Investment increased by 41.63 percent to US$
7175.1 million compared to US$ 5,066.2 million registered in 2010. The number of registered

projects also increased to 826 compared to 509 projects registered in 2010.

Uganda
Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) into Uganda decreased by 29.8 percent from US$ 752.8 million
invested in 2010 to US$ 528.5 million inflows in 2011. The major sources of investment were

India, Kenya, Norway, China, United Kingdom and Iran.

Rwanda
The overall investment inflows for Rwanda in 2011 increased to US $ 626.10 million as compared
to US$ 393.20 million invested in 2010. This impacted on investment gross capital formation that

contributed to 21% of the GDP in 2011. The total number of registered investments also rose from

4 According to Foreign Private Investment and Investors perception Report (2010), an Investment is considered to be Foreign Direct Investment, if

non-resident entities or Individual hold 10percent or more of the equity share in resident entity,
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105 projects registered in 2010 to 139 projects in 2011. India emerged as the major source of FDI

flows accounting for 20.4 percent, followed by Denmark with a share of 11.6 percent. Other

sources included UK, Tanzania, Mauritius, Kenya, South Africa and China.

Burundi

Since the establishment of the Burundi’s Investments Agency (API) in 2010, a total of 145 projects

valued at to US $ 358.81 million have been registered. Out of those, 54 projects amounting to US $

181.59 million were registered in year 2011 representing an increase of 2.47 percent as compared

to 91 projects amounting to 177.22 million were registered in 2010.

7.3.2 Intra-EAC Investment Flows

Kenya

No investment projects were registerd in Kenya during 2011 from EAC Partner States.
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Tanzania
During the year under review, it was only Kenya that invested in the country from the region, with
29 projects amounting to US $ 50.24 million and created 2,004 jobs.

Uganda

The intra-EAC investment inflow to Uganda increased by 25.2 percent from US$ 75.41 million in
2010 to US$ 94.4 million in 2011. Similarly, the number of projects registered by investors from
EAC Partner States also increased from 20 projects in 2010 to 22 projects in 2011 of which 19

projects were registered by Kenyan investors.

Rwanda
The number of investment projects from EAC to Rwanda increased from 10 projects in 2010 to 12
in 2011.

Burundi

No investment projects were registerd in 2011 from EAC Partner States.

7.4 Employment Creation

In the EAC region, the number of jobs expected to be created by the licensed projects increased to
4.5 percent from 115,586 recorded in 2010 to 120,826 in 2011. In Rwanda, the expected number of
jobs decreased by 27.8 percent to 9047 in 2010 compared to 12,529 jobs recorded in 2010. In
Kenya and Uganda the expected number of jobs decreased by 16.8 percent, 54.7 percent
respectively (Table 7.2). However, investments in Tanzania created more jobs than in any of the

other Partner States in 2011 by recording an increase of 81.3 percent.

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7.5 Sectoral Distribution of Foreign Direct Investment

7.5.1 Kenya

Utilities (water and energy), financial intermediation and manufacturing were the leading sectors in
attracting foreign direct investment with a share of 37.6 percent, 32.7, percent and 16.8 percent of
the total value of foreign direct investment respectively in 2011. This was a shift from the 2010,
where construction sector was leading with a share of 71.1 percent. The increase in investment in
the utilities sector is on account of intensive exploration of mineral fuels within the country while
the decline in foreign direct investment in the construction sector is attributed to the completion of

the Thika super highway.

7.5.2 Tanzania
In 2011, the value of Foreign Direct Investment increased by 41.63 percent to US$ 7175.1 million
compared to US$ 5,066.1 million in 2010. The sectors which attacted most of the investments

projects in 2011 in terms of the value registerd were transport and communication which accounted
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for 48.7 percent followed by construction and manufacturing which accounted for 13.6 and 9.9

percent of the total value respectively.

Investments accounting for 30.6 percent of the total value of the registered FDIs in 2011. Other
sectors which attracted more Foreign Direct Investments were Finance, Insurance & Real estates,
Manufacturing and Utilities (Table 7.5).

7.5.4 Rwanda
Investments in Rwanda have been steadily growing over the last five years. Foreign Direct
Investments (FDI) for instance has been active due to conducive investment climate as a result of

radical reforms which make it easier for business to get started, get credit and pay taxes.

For Rwanda, in terms of value agriculture, fishing, forestry & hunting projects dominated in 2011
with a share of 21.7%. The investment in those activities has increased significantly from US$ 77
million in 2010 to US$ 136 million in 2011. Finance, Insurance, Real Estate & Business Services
registered huge decline in number of projects, registered for invested and number of jobs created.
Transport, communication and storage projects also increased in in terms of number value invested

as well as employment mainly due to new telecommunication company registered in 2011.

7.5.5 Burundi

According the API’s survey, share in total investments projects that the APl had facilitated were
shared as follows: tourism (43 percent) agribusiness sector (18 percent), manufacturing (11
percent), and (11 percent), construction, (8 percent), information technology of transport (1

percent) and mining (1 percent).

7.6 Individual Countries’ Sources of Investment

7.6.1 Tanzania

In 2011, major sources of investment inflow in Tanzania were the Netherlands, China and United
Kingdom. In total US$ 7175.1 million were invested in 2011 as compared to US$ 5,066 million
invested in 2010. The major sectors that attracted much of investment inflows to Tanzania were

transport and communication, construction and manufacturing.

7.6.2 Uganda

In Uganda, the top ten countries accounted for 78.9 percent of the total foreign investment portfolio

in 2011. India Kenya and Norway were the major sources of Uganda’s foreign investment valued at
US$ 102.8 million, US$ 83.7 million and US$ 68.5 million respectively. Investments from India

created most jobs accounting for 27.9 percent of the total jobs created by foreign investments in

2011.

In 2011, Rwanda’s four major sources of foreign investments are India, Denmark, UK and
Tanzania while in 2010; the leading sources of foreign investments were China, Netherlands,

Mauritius, Tanzania and Kenya. In terms of employment, Kenya projects provided most

employment in 2011 while USA projects generated more employment in 2010.

According to the API’s survey, Burundi’s main sources of investments were Europe, EAC member

states, Other African countries, Asia and America.

7.7 Challenges to Investment Promotion
The major constraints to accelerated growth rate and exports are the lack of economic infrastructure

and limited skill base.

The key challenges encountered include the financing of economic infrastructure projects such as
East African Railway, energy sector, roads, ports and inland waterways to allow private sector

investments.
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CHAPTER EIGHT

CONCLUSIONS

The 2011 trade flows reflect continued growth of Intra-EAC Trade. The Inter-EAC Trade in 2011
amounted to US$ 4,485.9 Millions compared to US$ 3,722.9 Millions in 2010 representing a 20.5
percent increase. The increase was attributed to increase of both imports and exports within the
bloc that went up by 23.7 percent and 18.2 percent, respectively. The share of Intra EAC Trade
among the Partner States remained almost the same with Kenya continuing to dominate, accounting
for about 41 percent of total intra-trade. Moreover, during the period, only Burundi recorded an
increase in its share to 4.2 percent from 2.6 percent of the total Intra EAC Trade in 2010. The
increase is attributed to the ongoing implemention of the EAC Customs Union and Common
Market.

The total Intra-EAC exports rose to US$ 2,566.5 Millions in 2011 compared with US$ 2,171.9
Millions in 2010. All Partner States registered a growth in exports. The total Intra-EAC imports
increased to US$ 1,919.3 Millions compared with US$ 1,1551.0 million in 2010. Whereas all
Partner States recorded an increase in imports. Uganda was the major importer of Inta-EAC

exports accounting for 36.1 percent followed by Rwanda with 20.1 percent.

In terms of market share, Kenya remained dominant in Intra-EAC exports accounting for 60.2
percent while Rwanda and Burundi registered the highiest growth of exports accounting for 61.0

percent and 52.2 per respectively.

In 2011, the EAC total trade with the rest of the world registered a growth of 24.57 compared to the
level recorded in 2010. During the same period, imports grew by 27.74 percent while exports

recorded an increase of 15.66 percent which resulted to deficit on trade balance

The performance levels indicated in this report is reflection of the evolving close trade relationships
between the Partner States catalysed by the policy measurers of the Customs Union. Of particular
interest is the increase in importation of zero related goods which explains an increase in
production related activities since machinery and raw materials are the main items which are zero

rated.
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The ongoing construction of one stop border post and the establishment of a Single Customs

Territory in the region is expected to increase Inta-EAC trade.

In 2011, all EAC partner states with exception of Uganda recorded increase in the value of
imported goods eligible for exemptions and remissions). Most of the exempted goods includes
those for investment projects, aid funded projects, charritable organizations, embassies and
consulate goods. Morever, completion of dam project in Uganda mainly explains the decline in

value of goods eligible for exemption during the period under review.

During 2011, the proportion of customs revenue to total tax revenue for most EAC Partner states
remained stable compared to the levels recorded in the preceeding year. Burundi continued to
record high proportions of customs revenue (over 90 percent) of the country’s total tax revenue
while proportions of customs revenue for other Partener states ranged between 33 percent and 47

percent of the total tax revenues of respective countries.
